A Weekend in Salisbury

Friday 1st to Monday 4th  October

In very many ways, Salisbury provides the ideal location for a weekend away. The city itself presents an attractive mixture of modern shopping 

areas and restaurants and medieval streets and buildings. The cathedral, of course, dominates the city and, with the tallest spire in England, is an outstanding landmark for miles around. There are many other interesting buildings such as Mompasson House, a National Trust property, together with several museums, some grouped around the cathedral close.

We hope to arrange a guided tour of the cathedral, which houses the best preserved copy of Magna Carta, and also of Ted Heath’s house and garden

which can be visited by arrangement. Old Sarum, the original location of the city, is on the outskirts, while Stonehenge is within easy reach.

We shall be staying at the Mercure White Hart Hotel which is less than ten minutes walk from the cathedral and within easy reach of the city centre

The building dates from the 17th century but the hotel is very comfortable and has recently been completely refurbished. There is no lift but the staircase is wide with shallow steps and all our rooms will be on the first floor. There is ample free parking at the hotel.

The  cost of the accommodation, including dinner, bed and breakfast, is:

£70 per person per night for twin and double rooms

There is a £30 supplement for single occupancy.
